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The Adventures of Sherlock Holmes
The Case Report Portfolio
Background
You and your team have been assigned a case by Scotland Yard to document for their official records. There are a number of elements you must each include in an individual case report—which will be a portfolio—in order for the case to be filed properly. 
The first part of the assignment will be assembling all the components of your case. We will be doing most of this work in class, although anything you do not finish will need to be completed outside of class. For the second part, you will switch case reports with another team and check their work to see if their case really is solved. 
Essential Questions 

What information and skills do I need to solve a mystery? I need to know:
· What happened?

· Who is involved?

· What is my evidence?

· How can I prove my hypothesis?

Materials
There are five components you need to include in your final portfolio. These are:

· Case Notes

· Criminal Profiles

· Evidence Artifact
· Research Report

· Police Statement
More information on each component is included below.

Case Notes

The plot elements of your story. These will be turned in in the form of a timeline and a template. You need to document what events led up to the crime being committed, when the crime was committed, and what happened afterward. You need to include a minimum of seven events, but you may include more. Do not include the solution!! This project is worth 20 points. Make sure to include each of the checklist items on your timeline and consult the rubric in order to earn full credit!

Criminal Profiles

The characters in your story. These will be turned in in the form of criminal profiles you will create by following a template. You need to create six profiles, one for each of the following: Sherlock Holmes, Dr. Watson, the victim, the criminal, the police investigator and/or a second victim. (Note: if your story does not feature a police investigator, you need to include one for a second victim. For example, with “A Scandal in Bohemia,” you could create one for Godfrey Norton.) You will also need to include your completed profile of Irene Adler that we worked on in class. Each profile is worth 30 points, and the profiles all together are worth 180 points. Make sure to include each of the checklist items on your profiles and consult the rubric in order to earn full credit!
Evidence Artifact
The setting or important objects in your story. You need to recreate an element of the story. This can be either an artifact, clue, or piece of evidence Holmes examines OR a map or illustration of an important location. For example, with “A Scandal in Bohemia,” students could recreate the King’s letter to Holmes, Irene’s letter to Holmes, the King and Irene’s photograph, Irene’s photograph, a marriage certificate for Irene Adler and Godfrey Norton, a floor plan of Irene’s sitting room, etc. You also need to include a brief reflection on the significance of your artifact to the story and what pieces of textual evidence you used to create it. This project is worth 15 points. Make sure to consult the rubric in order to earn full credit!
Research Report 
Background information on your story. You need to choose a topic of forensic analysis, a historical crime, or some other element of Victoriana and write a 3-4 page informative research paper on the topic. This can be on a wide variety of subjects, from fingerprinting and ballistics analysis, to the famous Jack the Ripper murders, to the portrayal of women in the 19th century. You also need to cite a minimum of five sources, both print- and web-based texts, in correct MLA format (we will go over this in class).
If you are having trouble choosing a topic, please say something. I’m always happy to help! This project is worth 30 points. Make sure to consult the rubric in order to earn full credit!
Police Statement
Reflection. Before you submit your portfolios for a final review, you will exchange portfolios with another group and attempt to solve their mystery with the information provided (we will go over the expectations for this task in class). Once you have come up with a solution—and checked your answers—write a 1-2 page reflection on how you and your group went about solving the mystery and if you were able to do so with the information you were given. 

Additionally, include how you felt about working on this project as a whole. What did you like or not like, what were your biggest challenges and best accomplishments, and what might you do differently if you were assigned this project again? This project is worth 10 points. Make sure to consult the rubric in order to earn full credit!
Due Dates

The first part of your portfolio—which will include your completed Case Notes, Criminal Profiles, Evidence, and Research Report—is due February 4, 2015 at the end of class. Your final portfolio with your finished Police Statement is due February 9, 2015 at the beginning of class. This project is worth 300 points total. Make sure to consult the rubric in order to earn full credit!

· The title of your story

· The principal characters involved (victim(s), criminal(s), detective(s), other)

· The setting (time and place when crime committed)

· What is the question the police or Sherlock Holmes are trying to solve?

· When the crime was committed

· What events led up to the crime being committed?

· What happened after the crime was committed?

· When are the police or Sherlock Holmes called to investigate?

· Does Sherlock Holmes catch the criminal? YES or NO
Criminal Profiles Checklist: Make sure to include…
· The full name of the character and any aliases they have

· Physical description:

· Approximate age, height, and weight

· Hair color, eye color, clothing

· Other details (objects carried, marks on hands or shoes)

· Occupation

· Relationship status (single, married, divorced, widowed)

· Nationality

· Last seen in (location, time and place)

· Known friends and family

· Image of the character

· Drawing, photograph, image from the internet

· Must match your physical description
· If it not your original work, make sure to cite your source!
· Textual evidence

· Two quotes from the character

· Cite passages of description for Physical Description, Occupation, Known Friends and Family
· Important Note for Completing the Template: You will need to distinguish between facts established in the text and facts you had to make up. For example, Irene Adler’s physical appearance is never described beyond “beautiful” in the story; therefore, we had to invent what color her hair and eyes were, how tall she was, and how much she weighed. We marked this is in a different color (red) on the profile.
