The most we hear from her throughout the story. In it, she reveals how she figured out Holmes’s plan. (Name and Alias)

	Synthesis: Irene Adler is described multiple times by multiple people—Holmes, Watson, and the King—as very beautiful. Both Holmes and the king also comment several times on her intelligence, which is why both men hold her in such high regard. This is also made clear in her letter, a very well-written document which details how she figured out Holmes’s plan and outsmarted him.

      There is never any motive given for why she is blackmailing the king. Maybe she’s jealous he’s marrying a princess instead of her? But that doesn’t really make sense, because Irene gets married in the middle of the story to Godfrey Norton, a respectable lawyer who visits often. She also promises not to send the photograph in her letter to Holmes as long as the king leaves her alone. But the king didn’t seem to know she had the photograph to begin with, so why did she let him know? What was she hoping to gain? Whatever it was, she seems to have accomplished her goal when she then rescinds her threat at the end of the story.

      Is Irene trustworthy? The king seems to think so and takes her word that she will not send the photograph. Holmes and Watson do not comment. It doesn’t sound like there were any further developments in the scandal, so presumably she did (or they were so scandalous Watson couldn’t write about them!).
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
