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Extra Credit Opportunity: Sherlockian Adaptations

Background: Sherlock Holmes holds the world record for being the most portrayed character on screen, both in movies and on TV. Additionally, hundreds of new stories and novels—as well as comic books, graphic novels, plays, articles, biographies, science texts, and other works—are written about him each year by people around the world. Even 127 years later, Sherlock Holmes and Dr. Watson still manage to capture everyone’s imagination.

Introduction: Because so many new adaptations and works exist on the stories today, we do not have time to study them all. However, that doesn’t mean you can’t go experience them for yourself! You may watch, read, or listen to a text that has been notably influenced or directly adapted from the original stories and write a 2-page reflection about your experience.
